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PREFACE

.

The movement of educating oar students in western lands began with

the late Dr. Yung Win^: in 1S72 when he took over to the United States a

baud of thirty young boys under the auspices of our Government. Including

tliosp sent over later, he bad under bis charge altogether some one hundred

and twenty youths. They were recalled before they finished their college

career. lu the eighties and nineties, the movement came almost to a standstill.

Fortunately, political events were moving fast in the Orient. la 1S94, Japan

defeated us in 1900, ve were overpowered by the Allied nations and in

1904, Russia received a crushing blow at the bauds of 'Japan. These telling

events, showing beyond a shadow of doubt the larger values of the new
learning over the old and the greater efficiency of modern organizations over

the effi^te systems of mediaeval times in the political, economic as well as

scientific 'odd, resuscitated tbe luovement of seeking the New Learning

abroad. While small miuibers of students coutinued to go to Europe and

America, the great majority of thorn repaired to Japan. Meanwhile, in

190?, the United States of America generously returned the unexpended

portion of the Boxer Indemnity to China, and out of appreciation and
goodwill, our Goverumeafc is anoually sending out a large number of young
men t the Amerirau Universities and technical schools for higher education

thus addinjGf a new impetus to our educational movement in we:tern £inds»

Along with the Government students, a large number of private students

are goinp annually to America for higher education.

Since the inception of this educational movement, it is nearly half a
century. It is impossible to estimate how many students have been abroad
Jilt'»!^'t'ther or to which particular country, as there has never been any
statistics kept. However, it may safely be said that after Japan, the United

States of Aiuerica has turned out the next largest number of returned etudents

with Great Britain r.s a third, leading the countries of Euiojie like France,

Belgium and Germany.

Likewise, it docs not seem possible to give an adequate estimate of

what the students as a whole have done for their country. Bat probably it

is within the boiuuls of safety as well as propriety to say that it has been

entirely due to their efforts aud iiifluence that the country is being modernized.

To be specific, the early returned students from America, and a few from

Groat Britain, toiled hai d to clear the ground, break thc" soil, and sow the

Feed. Those comincr after them, ihougli in larger numbers, lia<i naturally a

nmch easier task to perform. To them as a class must be credited, in spite of

the very decided and far-reaching contributions by other parties, the

introduction of western ideas and ideals, the institution of fundamental



reforms and the gradual transformation of the social and political order of the

country along modern lines. More than anything else that will stand out as

a monument to tlieir achievement and influence is the change of the country

from a monarchy to a republic, from an absolute despotism to a popular

democracy, from an antiquated conservatism to a modern liberalism.

Such being the direct outcome of this movement, time and again, it has

been felt that some systematic effort should be mada whereby the number of

returned students from each country and their work should be recorded.

In connection with the Returned Students' Information Bureau established in

this College in 1915, the ideaj occurred to my colleague, Mr. G. T. Chao that,

as an experiment, an endeavor might be made to publish a volume of Who's

Who of American Returned Students for the information of the public. As
the originator of tlie idea, he was requested to undertake the work, and with

the assistance of Mr. F. T, Liang, the Secretary of the Bureau, aud Mr, M.
Wu, a graduate of this College, this volume is finally edited. Without

the hearty co-operation of the American returned student body in this

country, it must be mentioned, the appearance of this book would have

been impossible.

In conclusion, it is hoped that similar volumes may he edited by

returned student bodies from other countries to the end that the Chinese

educational movemenl". to foreign countries may have a complete history.
